K–5th Grade Boys  

Required: 

▪ Short or long-sleeved polo shirt 
w/logo

All white or all black athletic shoes:

▪ 3rd–5th must have laces. 

▪ Socks must be solid white, black, or 
navy, free of logos, crew or ankle. 

▪ No “no show” socks
